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Core Lesson 1 | What is AI?

Learning Objectives
To understand what Artificial Intelligence (AI) is and how it is used in daily life 
To recognise the way AI works
To understand Islamic/Ahmadiyya principles regarding responsible use of technology

Starter Task (Prior Knowledge Check)
Teacher to ask: 
“Who has heard of AI? Where have you seen it?” 
Take quick responses (ChatGPT, TikTok, Siri, YouTube) 
Pupils to respond by:
· Sharing their ideas 
· Engaging in whole-class discussions

Teacher to: 
· Explain clearly: 
· AI = machines that can learn, think and give answers like humans
· See PowerPoint 1 (PPT) and explain what AI is to pupils
· Give examples: 
· Chatbots (answers questions) 
· YouTube/TikTok recommendations 
· Face recognition 
· AI is not always correct
· It does not “know truth” like humans—it predicts answers
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Islamic/Ahmadi Input
· Humans are given intellect and responsibility by Allah 
· Technology is a tool and a trust (Amaanah) 
· We are accountable for how we use it (even online) 
Key Line to emphasise:
· “AI is powerful—but you are responsible for how it is used.”

Main Task (15–20 mins)
Activity: “Good Use vs Misuse of AI”
Teacher to: 
· Provide scenarios (see PPT)
· Support and listen to discussions 
Examples:
1. Using AI to help explain homework 
2. Copying AI answers and submitting as your own 
3. Creating fake images of someone 
4. Using AI to revise for exams 
· Ask pupils to decide: 
· 👍 Good use 
· ⚠️ Misuse 
Pupils:
· Discuss what they think in pairs and then share their ideas with the class
· Teacher to receive feedback from pupils and then ask pupils: 
· What is AI?/ A benefit of AI/ A drawback of AI/ What is the Islamic view on the usage of AI?
